Treasurer's Report:  Sandra Raley
Sandra Raley reported that we have the following money in our accounts.  Note:  The 

Sinclair bill has not been paid yet for this month.

Sandra reported that two homeowners have paid dues that were owed.  One homeowner is 

behind for three quarters.  We will have to turn him in to the collection agency if there is no 

response.

Debra Brickel submitted a receipt for a total of $15.05 for reimbursement for copies at 

Staples of materiels (agenda, minutes from last meeting of 9/4/13, action items) for 

this Board meeting.  Sandra Raley reimbursed her for this amount.

Sandra reported that she has not paid the $2,000 to Sinclair this month.  The balance that 

we owe is $54,596.30.

Sandra reported that we only collected $120 this month from Doug Pickell's wage 

garnishment.  Normally we collect about $500, but she does not know why the amount is 

smaller than usual.

Road Chairman Report:  David Gabriel

David Gabriel was not present at the meeting to report on the road maintenance.  

The fall Road Easement Trimming Work Party was scheduled for Saturday, Nov 9.  However, the Board decided to cancel it.  Instead, we will send a letter to homeowners asking them to clear the road easement areas of their properties.  We will use the letter we mailed last year of 2/10/12, and remove the work party language.  Debra Brickel will send out the letter.

Culvert Cleaning / Drainage System

John Bond (homeowner who works for the City of Folsom in road maintenance) looked for a a jet truck that would blow through hardpacked culverts.  They are expensive to rent.  He is still looking for one that is affordable.  He also asked a welder if he could make a heavier culvert cleaning tool for us.

Polly Lowry had Wunschel & Sons, an engineering contractor firm, come out on 10/14/13 to give us an estimate on clearing the Pickell culvert and the culvert at Oakview Dr./Orchard Ct.  They will provide her with an estimate within a week.

We need to replace the straw wattle on Kurt Thieman's property.  Wunschel & Sons recommended placing rocks and a screen in front of the culvert.

Polly also mentioned that Wunschel & Sons looked at the plugged culvert at Oakview Dr and Orchard Ct.  We need to dig a downstream ditch from the culvert and will need a backhoe.  Scott Henry will rent the backhoe and the work will be done on Nov 9.  John Greding said to put the dirt along his property where the horse trail has a low spot.

Polly discussed the Thieman/Fornari driveway runoff.  We have pictures taken during a recent rain of water running over the road off their driveway.  John Bond volunteered to work on their driveway and compact the gravel to fix it.  John will talk to his neighbor Don Fornari about this; if Don buys the rock, then John will lay it down for him.
