 	As you know, wildfire season is well upon us. It is incredibly important that we all ensure the safety of our families, homes and livestock. A large part of this protection comes from keeping our right of ways (ROW) clear of any vegetation which could ignite from a spark and spread throughout the community. Firetrucks also require a clear path to enter and defend our homes. We have been informed by local firefighters that if there is burning vegetation along the shoulders of the road, they will have to turn around and leave, as it’s not safe for them to enter in those circumstances. 
	It is the duty of the homeowners to care for and maintain our ROW’s. Please take the time to inspect and, if necessary, weed whack any areas between your fence line and the road. NO METAL BLADES, as these can cause a spark if struck on rocks or metal. There are many resources online which can guide you towards safely reducing fire fuel in dry conditions. We urge you to take action and help keep yourselves, and your neighbors, as safe as possible as we navigate our way through this wildfire season.
